On another note, the Leadership Team, Worship          

Coordinator Team, SFA School Administrative Team 

and LifeTeen Core Team have reviewed and now have 

recommended the following Mass time changes:

Martin Treptow was a young man who was 

killed in World War I.  Before he died, he 

wrote in his diary: “I will work, I will save, 

I will sacrifice, I will endure, I will do my 

utmost, as if the whole struggle depended 

upon me alone”. 

 

We may not be called upon to make the 

ultimate sacrifice as this young man made 

but like the woman in today’s gospel, we 

are asked to profess and live our creed,  to 

be embolden in our faith,  and to remake 

our world anew. 

 

In today’s Gospel, when Jesus encounters 

the Canaanite woman,  Jesus destroys one 

of the greatest barriers that separates the 

Jews and the Gentiles.  The woman shows 

her faith by acknowledging  Jesus as her 

Lord and as the Messiah.  Faith and humble 

prayer win the day.  The woman affirms the 

special place of Israel and by her faith, 

foreshadows the future admission of the 

Gentiles into the church.  

 

The Canaanite woman who approaches  

Jesus is a woman of deep faith and         

profound humility.  She is not intimidated 

or turned away even when she is rebuffed.  

Her love for her daughter is so great that 

nothing will deter her.  She models Jesus’ 

love.  For Jesus bore insult and injury.  The 

woman is bold in her approach and in     

asking Jesus for healing.  In Jesus’ response 

to her,  Jesus compliments the woman’s 

great faith and heals her daughter. 

 

In Matthew’s Gospel we see the beautiful 

ministry of Jesus to those in Galilee.  We 

see Jesus as He heals the sick and  later as 

He feeds the thousands. 

 

The clear message of today’s gospel is that 

God’s love extends to all people.  Like    

Jesus, let us treat all people with charity 

and respect.  Like Martin Treptow, let’s 

live our faith with constant fervor. 

"It is not right to take the food of the children and throw it to the 

dogs." She said, "Please, Lord, for even the dogs eat the scraps 

that fall from the table of their masters." Then Jesus said to her 

in reply, "O woman, great is your faith! Let it be done for you 

as you wish." And the woman's daughter was healed from that 

hour.

A classic image of evangelization is one person   

debating another, arguing matters of faith, trying to 

“convert” them.  However, today’s Gospel suggests 

a different way to interact with those whose beliefs 

differ from ours.  Indeed, the Catholic approach to 

evangelization owes much more to this Scripture 

story than it ever will from high school debate      

tactics. 

 

Some people think Jesus got angry with the           

non-Jewish woman, but there is no evidence of this.  

Jesus ignores the woman, responds to his disciples’ 

agitation, and then dialogues with the woman when 

she literally kneels before him.  Jesus does grow and 

change in this story.  But, he never expressed anger 

or irritation with anyone (the woman or the          

disciples!) for holding an opinion different from his. 

 

So too with us. The Catholic Catechism,          

summarizing our faith tradition, is crystal clear: 

we are never to argue, debate, or respond in    

anger or irritation.  This is not evangelization.  

These are not the tactics of God; these are not the 

tactics of love.
