What would you be willing to give up for
true happiness? Jesus gives his disciples a
harsh admonishment in this weekend’s
Gospel — if you want to save your life, you
need to lose it. Take up your cross and
follow me. What can we expect when we
take up “our cross” and follow Jesus? One
simply needs to look at the narrative of
Christ’s passion and death to find out.

We can expect to be betrayed and denied,
sometimes by those closest to us. Our
faith may seem “off-putting,” or even
weird. It may hurt to find out that
someone is gossiping behind our back, or
would not defend us when others speak
poorly of us. If Jesus’ closest friends turn
their backs on Him, we can expect the
same. We can expect to be mocked and
humiliated. Living our faith puts us out
into a world that openly may despise it.
We may be called names or even outcast.
If Jesus was stripped and stood before a
crowd and mocked as “king,” we may
expect the same. Ultimately, Jesus dies on
the cross that He carried. In our walk as
disciples we can ultimately expect certain
deaths in our own life as well.

But, there is more to the story than death.
Jesus rises. We can also expect new life,
better than what we had before. We can
expect true friends who follow us to no
matter what the cost; John, Mary Magdala,
and Mary, the mother of Jesus, follow Him
to the cross. The Lord will provide those
people to be there for us. And we are
never alone — Simon Cyrene helps Jesus
carry the cross; God will put those people
into our lives to help us carry our cross as
well. We are never alone. Today Jesus
gives his disciples a hard command, but
also the path to eternal life. There is
always resurrection.

I have this vivid memory of a favorite Scripture
scholar enthusiastically commanding Peter,
“Episo mou!” which is Greek for “Get behind me!”
Dr. Calef was convinced that Jesus was not angry at
Peter, but was reminding him that followers need to
always remain behind their master. We Christian
disciples are never to take the lead. We are to
follow.

What good advice for us regarding evangelization!
Evangelization is primarily how we live and love
others and only secondarily about using words.
Evangelization must always stem from our
discipleship, from the fact that we are behind Jesus,
following Jesus’ lead.

What does it mean to take Jesus’ lead, to follow
behind? Jesus tells us straight up in today’s Gospel:
we are to give ourselves away, give away our very
lives. This is no command for self-abuse, to not take
care of our basic, human needs. Instead, it is a
dictum to do as Jesus did. Evangelization is about
being willing to follow Jesus’ lead instead of our
own. Episo mou!
