The disciples had a long tiring day and    

Jesus sent them out in the boat to go over to 

another town. It was a dark stormy night 

and the wind was tossing the waves around. 

In the middle of the night, they thought 

they were seeing a ghost when Jesus came 

to them walking on the sea! 

 

Jesus saw they were scared and told them 

not to be afraid. He told them to cheer up, 

he was with them! God has to take the 

storm out of us before He can take us out of 

the storms of life. 

 

Peter must have wondered if it really was 

Jesus or just his imagination. So he asked 

Jesus to tell him to come out on the water 

with him if it really was him. Jesus didn't 

say, "I'm sorry, Peter, but water-walking is 

for Messiahs only." No, he said one simple 

word: “Come.”  

 

With faith and eyes focused on Jesus, Peter 

did just fine. He walked on water, doing the 

impossible. When he looked around at the 

world, it defeated him. He lost faith. He 

took his eyes off Jesus, and began to sink. 

At that time Peter uttered what is probably 

the shortest prayer in the Bible: “Lord, save 

me.” Peter starts out with good intentions, 

but his faith falters. This does not, however, 

end up in failure. 

 

Taking our eyes off Jesus, and focusing on 

the difficult circumstances will cause us to 

get under our problems. But when we cry 

out to Jesus, he catches us by the hand and 

raises us above the seemingly impossible 

surroundings. 

 

Though we may not walk across water, we 

will go through difficult, faith-testing      

circumstances. Are you sinking into or are 

you looking to Jesus and his miraculous 

power for help? When we have Jesus "in 

our boat" the storms of life will be calmed. 

But when he saw how strong the wind was he became        

frightened; and, beginning to sink, he cried out, "Lord, save 

me!" Immediately Jesus stretched out his hand and caught      

Peter, and said to him, "O you of little faith, why did             

you doubt?"

Catholic evangelization is primarily how we live and 

love others and only secondarily about using words.  

Indeed, I would go so far as to say that for the        

average Catholic, between 95-97% of our           

evangelization takes place through our actions. 

 

One of the biggest obstacles Catholics face in      

talking about our faith is feeling inadequate or      

uncomfortable.  We think we are not qualified or 

“holy” enough.  In other words, we are like Peter in 

today’s Gospel when he tried to walk on water.  We 

doubt, we get scared and we start to sink. 

 

We are nonetheless called to be like Peter!  Ask God 

to “command” us, to help us do what we think is    

impossible.  Then, take the risk and do it!  Climb out 

of the boat.  Then, when we get scared and falter, 

continue being like Peter.  Reach out to Jesus.  Jesus 

will never let us drown. Trust Jesus when we feel his 

nudge to evangelize by word as well as by deed.

But when we take our 

eyes off Jesus and begin to concentrate on the difficulties that surround us, we’re overwhelmed and begin to sink. 

So the question is, how much do we trust God? The answer will determine what kind of stewards we become. 

When we have faith and trust that God will provide us with what we need, we can live happier, freer lives through 

prayer, service to others while sharing our material possessions.
