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Feeding from the Cow’s Trough

The image of Jesus in the manger has really struck 

me this Christmas season.  A manger is a trough, a 

feeding bin for animals in the stable.  From the   

beginning of Jesus’ human life, his deepest desire 

was to feed us, to nourish us, to transform us. 

 

A Bible Christian recently told me, “I don’t think 

Catholics really believe Jesus is present in         

Communion like I believe about the Bible, because 

if they did, they would be tripping over themselves 

to come to Mass every day!” 

 

She makes a good point.  Jesus wants to give    

Himself to us, fully and completely in all our life 

experiences and in all five senses, from nature to 

songs on the radio to rare moments of quiet.    

Our faith, however, teaches us that we are nourished 

most thoroughly when we gather with other     

Catholic Christians to let the Word of God AND the 

Body of Christ change us. 

 

Unlike consuming a Big Mac, God’s nourishment 

changes us, transforms us into our truest selves.  

We become ever more the person we eat.  We 

don’t consume, we become.

Baby’s veins and organs are clearly    

visible through his/her still thin skin, but 

the body is starting to catch up with the 

head.
