I would have personally had more         

questions.  If an angelic host suddenly 

broke into my room late at night I’m going 

to have some questions; especially if that 

angelic host presents me with shocking    

information, but not Mary.  I’ve often    

reflected on what her disposition must 

have been like, that she only asked one 

question:  How?  After the angel gives her 

an answer, she accepts all that God has 

laid before her. 

 

I’m not like that.  I want to know how 

things are happening, why they are         

happening, and what the timeline is going 

to be.  I want to be in control and know the      

variables.  As I hear this weekend’s      

Gospel I want to know why Mary didn’t 

ask “why” this was happening.  She      

doesn’t ask when things are going to     

happen and her only question presupposes 

that she has already said “yes.”  How is 

this going to happen?  Is it going to be   

like the miraculous births of the Old      

Testament?  Is it something new?  It is a 

practical question focused on how she gets 

from where she is to the divine will.  This 

is why as a Church we venerate Mary.   

 

I’m not that open to the divine will of God.  

I question it, analyze it, and sometimes I 

reject it.  I fear because of it; I don’t listen 

for it; and when it comes to me, sometimes 

I’m not ready for it.  Mary’s “yes” to the 

invitation of God could not have been an 

isolated incident – there had to have been 

thousands of “yes” responses to God 

throughout her entire life in small matters.  

As this Advent season draws to a close let 

us be mindful of the many tiny ways we 

are called to say yes to our Lord without    

questions.  Let us pray for the grace to say 

“yes” without question when that angel 

comes, in whatever form that may be, to 

call us into an incredible life with God.

OPLATEK— 

THE CHRISTMAS WAFER 

 

In Polish the word oplatek means “sacred bread.”  The 

oplatek, or Christmas wafer, has been shared on 

Christmas Eve since the Middle Ages.  It is unleav-

ened, similar in composition to the host used at Mass, 

and is broken and shared with blessings of forgiveness 

and peace. These loving wishes create a unique     

communion among the recipients, echoing the      

Communion of Mass itself.   

 

Traditional oplatek come in a packages of white and 

pink wafers with Christmas images embossed on one 

side.  The white wafer is shared by family members, 

while the pink is given to household animals, in       

remembrance of the animals’ presence in the stable at 

Jesus’ birth.   

 

Oplatek can be purchased at the parish office and at 

the Marshall site.  The cost is $2.00 per package.

Prayer sessions are held in the Manitowoc County Jail each Monday 

night.  There is a need for more volunteers to assist in the leading of 

prayer sessions.  Fr. Jeremiah has Mass for the inmates at Christmas 

and on a monthly basis. 

 

The first time I went into the jail with Deacon Rich and Cal Naidl, I 

remember the sound of the first door and its pneumatic latch closing 

behind me.  We were in a short receiving hall, unable to see the 

guards behind the mirrored glass, but the locking sound and the feel 

of enclosure hit me in the chest like a heavy weight.  From then on, 

the term “inside” has taken on new meaning.  

 

There are several newer jail visitors not shown in the photo.  Each 

has a high level of spiritual maturity and each has gone through the 

door for the first time.  Once “in,” the ministry begins.  In our     

Monday night liturgy, music is shared, the Sunday readings are read, discussed and prayed about.  Men and 

women in the county jail are not “bad” people.  They are ordinary men and women, often young and often          

involved with drugs or alcohol, who got caught.   

 

When you are at the bottom—and being incarcerated is near that point—you are much more open to the spiritual 

than we on the outside.  The combination of their need and the Holy Spirit is powerful.  We meet in small groups, 

reading the Word and talking to find what is meant and what is real.  In this exchange it is a good feeling for the 

visitors and those who are “in.”  “For I was...in prison and you visited me.” -Mt 25:35-36    Our jail ministers who visit 

bring all of our church in with them.  If you are interested in participating in jail ministry contact Deacon Bob.

No one knows when life’s journey will end. If you could see the end of the road, and how 

difficult it would be for those who love you -- wouldn’t you do everything possible to make 

it an easier time for them?

Spiritual writer Henri Nouwen suggested that we 

spend 98% of our lives waiting for something else to       

happen.  We are rarely perfectly content, present to 

the moment, wanting nothing more than what we are 

currently experiencing.  (Indeed, even during these 

times, it does not take long before we yearn for the 

moment to continue and bemoan its ending.)  We are 

all like Mary, pregnant, anticipating the arrival of 

something better than our current lives offer. 

 

Such is one of the key tensions God created within 

us.  We wait, we anticipate, we relish too briefly 

and then we begin the cycle over again.  God gave 

us this tension and it is this tension that we have 

been celebrating, honoring this past four weeks of 

Advent. 

 

Was God more present to Mary after the birth of Jesus 

than before?  I don’t think so.  As she lived life, she 

certainly knew and experienced God differently.  But 

not more.  Remembering this can help us sit with our 

tension, esp. when life disappoints, when we grieve, 

when we struggle—especially this Christmastime.
