This is good news.  Jesus takes compas-

sion on a leper and wills that he become 

clean.  The man goes away proclaiming 

what Jesus has done for him.  People take 

such notice that Jesus is no longer able to 

go into the city because it causes such a 

stir.  Instead, people stream out to him in 

the most deserted places.  Of course they 

would.  If today we heard news as fantas-

tic as a person with a serious disease being 

cured, simply by the will of God, perhaps 

we would have more faith as well.  But 

alas, those kinds of miracles don’t happen 

anymore – or do they? 

 

Over the past four and a half year I have 

been blessed to serve as the youth minister 

for this incredible parish community.    

During that time I have had the distinct 

privilege to have a “front-row seat” to the 

miracles that God was working every     

single day.  I have seen hundreds of     

teenagers have their hearts moved by Jesus 

Christ in the Mass, seen atheists be con-

verted in front of the Blessed Sacrament, 

watched middle school students and high 

school teens who haven’t been to the Sac-

rament of Reconciliation in years find love 

and mercy when God stirred their heart to 

confession.  I have seen God’s love poured 

out through adult volunteers who walked a 

teenage girl through her pregnancy, and 

seen courage as that young lady chose to 

respect the life within her rather than opt-

ing for the “easy answer” of abortion that 

others offered.  I have seen students blind 

to God’s love see clearly, teens deaf to the 

Truth of the Church hear perfectly, and 

young men and women crippled by addic-

tion and past hurt walk upright and with-

out shame with Jesus Christ.  The Holy 

Spirit is working here – I have been so 

blessed to have been able to be a part of it.

This outreach uses the Good Shepherd Fund to help our brothers and sisters who are 

falling through the cracks because they have no other place to turn.  We work closely 

with Lakeshore Community Action Program (CAP), St. Vincent de Paul, Salvation 

Army and many other agencies depending on the needs of the person. 

 

We assist with rent, utility bills and paying for homeless people being put up at a   

hotel for the night. We are associated with the Housing Coalition. If we are unable to 

help we try to refer them to another agency that can help.
