I heard someone lament the other day how life
just seems to be like a series of problems. Do
you ever feel this way?

Do you find yourself asking, “Where is God in
all of this?” “How do I make sense of all of
this?” I wonder if Jesus ever got that weary
feeling when he looked at all the problems?
What helped him keep focused in the face of
what seemed insurmountable?

Today’s gospel points us to the source of his
strength. "Rising very early before dawn, he
left and went off to a desert place, where he
prayed.” Jesus withdrew to spend time alone
with God.

Please allow me to share some thoughts about
prayer with you from my own ongoing journey
of discovery.

First, that prayer is my spiritual breath, my
spiritual cardio-vascular training. It builds
endurance for the long haul. I am seeing more
and more how much | need to create quiet
space daily with God to just talk things over.
Prayer is the cure for our weary souls.

Secondly, prayer purifies my heart. In prayer
I’ve not only discovered the light that is within
but also the darkness and the tremendous
capacity there is for self-deception. Prayer
becomes the furnace of transformation.

Thirdly, prayer leads me to right action. When
I pray I feel less anxious. I find myself holding
my own plans lightly and trusting that the
wisdom and clarity will come when I need it.

So I challenge each of us today to follow the
example of Jesus and withdraw from the
busyness of our lives to spend time alone with
God, even if you can only find ten minutes out
of the week.

Start somewhere. Do what you can - not what
you can't.
