I did not know him, but...
Now I have seen and testified that
he is the Son of God.”

We are gifted by Gospels that are not the
same. As John the Baptist encounters Jesus
coming, he says “I saw the Spirit come down
like a dove and remain on Him.” Is this the
Jesus’ baptism we heard about last week in
Matthew? While much of the setting is the
same, there is a boost in the difference.

John’s gospel, from around the year 100, was
written 20-30 years after the others.
Included in it are the thoughts of the early
church. What thoughts? Well consider, as a
possibility, the revelation description put
onto John the Baptist. He sees Jesus as
“The Lamb of God” as having “the Spirit,”
and being the “Son of God.”

Not only is John telling us who Jesus is, but
he states and repeats: “I did not know Him.”
It is a powerful witness of conversion. John
himself has come to believe and is telling of
his two contrasting points. He started not
knowing Him and now sees Him in a whole
new light. Our spiritual journey opens us up
to see God in our life. This can happen
dramatically, but more importantly, is that it
happens personally.

At some point in my spiritual searching,
something inside happens and | too have
a stirring in which “T get it,” “I feel
something,” and I too have a sense in which
“I see.” What the gospel writer has done is
transfer the baptismal event to the conversion
event. When this does happen inside, all
credit goes to the Holy Spirit, who is in us.
I would surely like God to come to me in
such a revealing way. I don’t often get that
sense though and | go on in my spiritual
journey encouraged by the stories of others.
By his witness, John in this Gospel gives me
a boost.
