Our Acceptance of His Authority 

 

In the days of Jesus, authority was       

treasured; treasured because of all of the 

instability in the land.  Those in Israel were 

trying to practice their faith in God and had 

good lives, but they were living at the 

whims of the Romans in power.  Many 

Gentiles in that land and the surrounding 

lands were attracted to the Jewish faith   

because these Jews lived lives that seemed 

to work well for them. 

 

Today, everything has changed.  Authority 

is not appreciated or sought after.   Leading 

political candidates effectively run       

negative campaigns against their             

opponents rather than establish their own 

quality and authority.  And in our church 

there is a disrespect of priests and bishops.  

There are fewer and fewer people here at 

Mass.  And yet, like the Gentiles in Jesus’ 

time, we are all looking for lives that work. 

 

Jesus can have authority in my life and all I 

have to do to give Him that authority is to 

say a profound “Yes.”  I struggle to say, 

“Not my will but your will be done.”  (Mk 

14:36) I need to say that kind of “yes” 

though.  I need to say it and then live it so 

that I too can have a life that works. 

 

What Jesus taught is not really stated in 

this reading.  But Jesus told the unclean 

spirit to come out of the man, and without 

fanfare, it just came out.  It obeyed          

Jesus’ authority.  As I come to Mass, I too 

have “unclean spirits” within me.  No, I am 

not possessed; but there are   inclinations 

within me.   Perhaps the teaching / curing 

is so profound that the author Mark is     

actually the transformed one. I too can be 

transformed by this teaching.  I can submit 

saying: “Yes!”

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On Following Jesus Today

In today’s Gospel, we have a man with an unclean 

spirit publically yelling “You are the Holy One of 

God!”  These days, we understand an “unclean 

spirit” to mean a psychological disorder.  By using 

this characterization, however, Mark wasn’t         

focusing on the man’s illness or societal status.  

Mark was telling us that evil, even evil personified, 

recognizes Jesus’ true identity. 

 

If someone came up to you and asked who Jesus 

was, what would you say?  You are not evil       

personified and, even though you probably have 

your struggles, you hopefully are not incapacitated 

by mental illness.  Beyond this, if you are baptized, 

you are actually considered a follower of Jesus, a 

disciple.  So, what would you say?  Who is Jesus 

(for you)? 

 

Answering this question in today’s society is not 

easy.  Religious liberty has come to mean that    

faith is a private affair, inappropriate for polite     

conversation.  Even if you buy into this premise, we 

disciples should at least be able to answer this    

question for ourselves and for our loved ones.  Who 

is Jesus for you?
