Blessed are....

Today’s Gospel reading on the Beatitudes
begins with the statement that Jesus “began to
teach them.” He began, “Blessed are ...” and
the heart of His message was: Blessed are
we, if we are lowly and humble. And what
does it mean to be lowly? to be humble?

Jesus’ teaching made clear that being humble
is not a state of mind; it is a way of life.
Humility calls for action, not passive listen-
ing. The humble trust in God rather than in
themselves. They follow God’s law in their
lives, speaking the truth and doing what is
right. They respond with action... deeds.
That is what counts!

The Beatitudes begin with “Blessed are...”,
and not “Blessed will be...”. This makes
clear that the followers of Jesus experience a
blessedness, a peace and happiness NOW, as
they live in lowliness and humility. And they
will also know a blessedness, a reward at the

end time.

There is a false notion regarding humility and
lowliness.  Being humble is not about low
self-esteem.  Rather, humility is about
knowing who we really are, what our
responsibilities are toward God and other
people. Being humble is a way of life.
Suffering cannot be bypassed in living a
humble life style. In serving others we need
to learn the lessons of poverty and meekness,
to forgive at all levels, to work for peace, and
to strive for justice. Are you ready for a life
of self-sacrifice and self-giving, following
the example of Jesus?

Truly, to live the Beatitudes is an ultimate
challenge. It calls for profound inner
transformation, choosing to live as part of
a kingdom that is not of this world. Each
beatitude invites us to turn our standards and
our way of life upside down and inside out. It
takes a deep Christian commitment to live
the Beatitudes. Are you ready for the
challenge?
