Let there be leftovers! Summertime – a time 

of grilling out and gatherings with friends 

and family. When we are providing a meal, 

we certainly do want to have plenty to go 

around; especially should someone unex-

pected drop in. What if someone didn’t get 

enough to eat; we need to have leftovers! 

 

Today’s gospel tells of the only miracle that 

is recounted in all four gospels. This      

weekend we hear Matthew’s account of a 

huge crowd of people, caught in the middle 

of nowhere, and looming disaster as the day 

draws to a close. The disciples, very aware 

that the people need food, ask Jesus to send 

the people away. Imagine the disciples’      

initial reaction as Jesus says, “...give them 

something to eat yourselves.” Feeling very 

inadequate they mention the scarcity of food, 

but comply with Jesus’ directions. And there 

were leftovers! Twelve baskets after 5000 

people had eaten their fill! 

 

Did you ever notice that there were twelve 

baskets of fragments left over and the twelve 

disciples? William A. Ritter (Abingdon 

Preaching Annual 2004), suggests that this is 

not coincidence. “Doggie bags for the disci-

ples!” Or is it a reminder that we do have 

food to give - if we reach beyond our        

limitations. 

 

Good food and refreshing drink are an essen-

tial part of our summertime gatherings. 

When we gather for the Eucharist, our 

“baskets” are restocked. We come to listen, 

we come to eat, and we are fed. With the 

bread of the word and the bread of life, our 

bodies and spirits are refreshed and renewed. 

Leaving, having been also nurtured by the 

worshiping community, we carry the         

resources for the week. If we share all that 

we have and are, so that everyone can eat 

and be satisfied, there will be leftovers in 

abundance! 

 

But they said to him, "Five loaves and two fish are all we have 

here." Then he said, "Bring them to me," and he ordered the 

crowds to sit down on the grass. Taking the five loaves and the 

two fish, and looking up to heaven, he said the blessing, broke 

the loaves, and gave them to the disciples, who in turn gave 

them to the crowds.

St. Vincent de Paul Help Corner 

 

In the Gospel, Jesus says: “There is no need for them to 

go away; give them some food yourselves,” and taking 

the five loaves and two fish, he blessed them and gave 

them to the disciples to feed the crowd. 

 

Like the parable of the “Loaves and fish”, through 

your gifts of food to the Society of St. Vincent de 

Paul, we are able to feed the many people in need.

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Respond with a Grateful Heart 

 

Isaiah’s prophecy received unexpected fulfillment at the Feeding of the Five    

Thousand. The narrative shows God’s mercy and compassion. Jesus taught the 

crowd, healed the sick and fed them because “his heart was moved with pity      

for them.”  

He continues to feed us as well, and He does so with the best imaginable food    

and drink, his own Body and Blood. Such a banquet is a gift that would be         

inconceivable without Jesus’ own teaching about it. 

God’s generosity is not limited, however, to food and drink, no matter how wonderful. The protection extended 

to us, St. Paul writes, means that nothing – no angelic or demonic being, no force or power, not even death 

itself – can force a separation between us and God’s love for us expressed through Jesus Christ.  

No, nothing can separate us from God – except ourselves, that is. God’s love means that He will respect our free 

will, no matter how badly we misuse it. God gives us all we have, including life itself.  

But we are stewards who are responsible to Him for our use of all His gifts.   

What we owe the Lord is the response of a grateful heart. In thanksgiving for all we have received, we need 

to ask His guidance on how we should use these blessings. When we do heed God by following the teaching we 

know He has revealed, we want to use what we’ve received to His glory.  

And then we discover the odd economics of the Kingdom of God: when we give, we discover we       

receive spiritual blessings beyond anything we can imagine.
