The fast pace that most people experience 

in life seems to be connected to all the    

extra gadgets and activities that we        

have today.  With the development of       

all the forms of technology to stay in     

touch with family, friends and coworkers 

we are either contacting someone or we   

are being contacted.  This is great for                   

communication; however, it can become a 

burden as well.  Those with children also 

know how the multiple activities that are 

available to them adds the additional strain 

of getting them to events.   And  the child 

desires that one remains and watches      

the event.  This too is not a bad thing;        

however, it adds to the other                   

responsibilities of being a parent,        

grandparent or at times an older brother or 

sister, thereby making our lives busier. 

 

Today’s gospel has a beautiful invitation to 

an approach for our Christian life:  “Come 

to me, all you who labor and are burdened, 

and I will give you rest.”   Responding to 

this invitation implies that we are willing to 

be humble.  We are also informed that    

Jesus was meek and humble of heart.  A 

true disciple is one who is called to be 

humble and one who is willing to respond 

to this call. What might this mean in terms 

of the way we live out life?   

 

In the spirit of being humble we are called 

to give grateful praise to God.  This       

involves commitment to thinking about 

God in prayer, living out our faith in God 

and expressing our faith by our actions.   

This awareness of others implies that the 

gadgets and activities of our lives do not 

consume all of our time.  In the words of 

an old song:   “O Lord, it is hard to be 

humble.” Lord help me to be humble      

and give praise to you and to reach out to 

others.    

 

"Come to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will 

give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, 

for I am meek and humble of heart; and you will find rest for        

yourselves. For my yoke is easy, and my burden light."

In prayer Jesus praised the Father for hiding His truth 

from the learned and wise.
