The Road to Emmaus...

The story of the road to Emmaus is
fascinating and given to us only in Luke.
Some scholars propose that we use this
story as a lens through which the Mass
can be viewed in all of its richness.

Notice that this story occurs on the first
day of the week, Sunday, when the
believers celebrated the resurrection.
As they walk, it is not unlike our entrance
procession, in which the Mass has
actually started, and yet we do not know
all of what will be read or said. We have
an anticipation of the coming of Christ.
Cleopas and the others walking with
Jesus had the amazement of the “things
that had happened to Jesus the Nazarene”
but they did not recognize Him. Jesus
clearly explains the Hebrew Scriptures
showing how He fit and was the
culmination of all that had been written.
His questions and answers are a model of
a good homily.

In the Mass, we recognize Jesus in the
breaking of the bread. He is already pre-
sent in our assembly, and in the Word,
yet nowhere do we more clearly see Jesus
than at the consecration when our priest
holds up the bread and then the wine. We
join all witnesses, the early Christians and
all around the world as we see Jesus. We
join in a single chorus across time and
space in proclaiming: “Amen.”

When we are done, we too can have the
sense that our “hearts were on fire”. But
we do not stay in our pews. Like these
first disciples we go from our encounter
with Jesus to tell others with that same
sense of amazement. If we preach by
what we do, we walk the talk. Joining on
the same road, let us walk together with
Jesus.
