when the time will come. What I say to you, I say to all: ‘Watch!’” 

      - Mk 13:33, 37 

One of my favorite games as a child was 

Hide and Seek.  In this game, the “finder” 

counts to one hundred and then calls out, 

“Ready or Not, here I come!”  If you    

weren’t prepared, you were caught.  The       

readings for the season of Advent speak of 

preparation. 

 

We all know the importance of preparation 

for things (the birth of a child, a job review, 

retirement, guests).  Taking time to prepare 

for something expresses confidence and 

hope that the planned-for-event will       

happen.  We prepare for the celebration of 

Christ’s birth with the awareness that this 

celebration foreshadows the celebration of 

the Second Coming of Christ, his final   

return. 

 

Advent is also a season of hope.  Anyone 

who hopes is on the watch for something 

better or for any sign of improvement.  To 

hope for something or to hope in someone 

involves risk. We know that hoping alone is 

not enough, we must prepare. Those who 

live in hope are attuned to the arrival of the 

Reign of God and see signs of its coming.  

We hope for the day that we will be     

transformed by God’s love.  We stay watch-

ful and alert to God’s actions in our lives. 

 

In the first reading from Isaiah God’s   

promised return provides hope.  Things will 

be different because God the creator can 

reshape everything as a potter reshapes 

clay.  As a people we are the clay            

constantly being shaped and formed by God 

who is the potter.  In God’s hands we are 

molded.  As the work of God’s hands we 

try to live in hope and peace.  We enjoy 

God’s life in the present while we wait for 

the fullness of the promise.  In that         

experience we already have the life of God       

present within us and among us and we   

eagerly await the Second Coming of His 

Son Jesus.

Today Is The Day! 

 

Today, on this First Sunday in Advent, we 

are hearing the new Roman Missal being 

used at Mass for the first time. And how appropriate 

that Advent is the beginning of the Church’s liturgical 

year, offering an ideal time for such an important 

change - one which has been 40 years in the making. 

We surely are bound to feel a little sadness as we bid 

farewell to the Mass translation that we known so well. 

There is never such a thing as a perfect translation, 

since each language has its own unique character. But 

many experts and Church leaders have worked        

diligently over the past decade to ensure we receive the 

most suitable and accurate translation of all the prayers 

as possible. During his presentation in Howard this past 

August, Rev. Paul Turner stated: “The previous     

translation has served us well. The revised translation 

is better than the one we had.” 

 

In a very real way, the new Missal should help foster 

the full, active, and conscious participation intended by 

the Second Vatican Council – especially in regard to 

our interior spirit of participation at Mass. The rituals 

and actions of the mass are not changing; rather, we are 

receiving a richer translation of the original Latin 

words of the Mass. In addition, the new translation   

reveals connections to the Scriptural origins of the 

Mass more clearly and powerfully. The new words will     

require priests and laity alike to be even more attentive 

to the deep meaning of the prayers. 

 

The renewed elements of the “sacred vernacular” – an 

elevated style of speech reminds us of the significance 

of the occasion and helps us enter into the context of 

divine worship. Through this new translation, we will 

also find greater unity, not only with the English-

speaking faithful of the Roman Rite all over the world, 

but also with Mass translations in other languages. 

 

Since September in particular, we, as the parishioners 

of St. Francis of Assisi, have studied and practiced the 

new English translation to get ready for this day! We 

will need some patience and discipline as we engage in 

the new texts for the first times. To take a phrase from 

the Gospel of Mark on this First Sunday of Advent, 

“Be watchful! Be alert!” Then let us celebrate with    

renewed joy!

It means opening up to 

our own incompleteness, creating space within     

ourselves where God can be born.  Our hearts are 

restless until they rest in you Lord!
