Love God. Love your neighbor. I have no
doubt that several hundred gallons of ink
have been spilled over this weekend’s
Gospel. Yet after all of that ink we still
remain hard of heart when we hear it.
When asked about the greatest
commandment Jesus responds the way the
Pharisees expected — he recites the
“Shema,” a prayer found in the book of
Deuteronomy that pious Jews recited daily.
It is the great command. Then comes the
second, unexpected, commandment from
the book of Leviticus — love your neighbor.
This was not what people expected to hear.

I once read that these two commandments
are the essence of the Ten Commandments,
but they really aren’t. The Ten Command-
ments are a list of “don’ts” and most of us
can abide by them. Don’t steal? No
problem. Don’t kill? Gotit. But love is an
active thing. Love requires a “doing” not a
“do not.”  Jesus makes an important
comparison here. Just as pious Jews were
constantly aware of how they could love
and please God every day, so too must they
be aware of how they loved their neighbor
every day.

This is where our hearts get hard. Love is
active and can be uncomfortable. It’s a
whole lot easier to “love” God and to hate
our brothers and sisters. We sometimes
even use our “love” of God as justification
for our hatred of others — we see ourselves
as righteous and others as sinners. As Jesus
ties these two commands together we
should hear the Gospel today with new ears
and an honest heart; do we love God with
everything we have? And do we love our
neighbor the way that we should?
Today, may we not be hard of heart as we
hear this great message of love. May we be
empowered, instead, to live it.
