Have You Heard about the
Revised Roman Missal?

Our Greeting: “And with your spirit.”

Among the many critical elements about
celebrating the Eucharist Fr. Dan shared

with us in the Pastor’s Comments of the September
11™ bulletin, was, in reference to the revised Roman
Missal, that the new English translation sought to be
more faithful to the original translation of the Latin
text, and to the many scriptural references upon which
its words are based.. In this new translation of 7he
Roman Missal, one of the most noticeable changes
comes in the short dialogue repeated four times during
Mass: “The Lord be with you. / And with your spirit.”
The people’s response is a more accurate translation
of the Latin Et cum spiritu tuo. Some of us may even
remember hearing that dialogue in the past! This
translation also help us to see the dialogue’s roots in
scripture. For example, in the letter to the Galatians,
Saint Paul writes, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
be with your spirit, brothers and sisters” (6:18, NRSV;
see also Philippians 4:23 and Philemon 25). At the
beginning of Mass, at the reading of the Gospel, at the
beginning of the Eucharistic Prayer, and just before
the blessing and dismissal, priest and people exchange
this dialogue of prayer, seeking the Lord’s presence in
our midst. What an awesome privilege!!

The Stewardship of Sharing the Harvest

The Gospel recounts Jesus’ use of the vineyard image in the Parable of the Tenants. In
this parable the vines produced good fruit, but the problem was with the tenants to whom
the owner had leased it. They were supposed to pay a portion of the harvest as the

payment for use of the vineyard. Instead, they refused to hand over any of the produce
and beat and killed the servants sent to collect the landowner’s share. Finally, he sent his
son, whom the tenants killed, thinking they’d gain ownership of the vineyard for themselves.

When Jesus asked his hearers what the owner would do, they replied, “He will put those wretched men to a wretched
death and lease his vineyard to other tenants who will give him the produce at the proper times.” Jesus responded to
these Jewish leaders, “"Therefore, I say to you, the kingdom of God will be taken away from you and given
to a people that will produce its fruit.”

Jesus point is the same as the one made by him in another context: “"Much will be required of the person
entrusted with much, and still more will be demanded of the person entrusted with more” (Lk 12:49).
How well do we measure up as stewards? Do we willingly present a fair share of the harvest our lives produce to
God, or are we like the tenants in Jesus’ parable? We have been entrusted with much, so much is required of us.
There should be no doubt that we are responsible to God for our use of the gifts he has entrusted to us,
and we are required to be faithful in returning a portion of what we produce with those gifts, a portion
to be measured not only in material things but also in service to God and neighbor.
