Next weekend we will have our International Food 

Fair. All parishioners are invited to come and to eat 

some great food and spend some leisurely time with 

family and friends. This event is so important to our    

ability to make our SFA Catholic School education         

accessible and affordable for all families. The cost of    

educating a child at SFA Catholic School is $5300 per    

pupil. Tuition and parish subsidy covers $4300 of the cost, 

leaving a balance of $1000 per pupil to be raised through 

third source funding. The purpose of this important event 

is to help us bridge this gap of $1000. Your presence and 

support of the International Food Fair is crucial to our 

ability to live the 130+ years Catholic School heritage 

and mission that has been entrusted to our generation.

“Practice what you preach.” 

 

 

Today’s Gospel is the source of this       

common saying, and it leads us to ponder 

the following questions:  

   - Are you a person of your word? 

   - Do your words match your deeds?  

   - Do you practice what you preach?   

 

 Jesus, in preaching to the people, urged 

them to observe� what the scribes and     

Pharisees said, but not to follow their       

example.  The scribes and Pharisees 

“preach but they do not practice,” and 

furthermore, “they love places of honor;  

all their works are performed to be seen.” 

 

So, what is Jesus’ message for us?  It is   

simply that we are to match what we say 

with what we do.   It sounds so simple, but 

the follow through with the doing gets more  

challenging!  Are you ready to speak and 

live as Jesus did, as a humble servant   

before all?  This is our call to discipleship. 

The lifestyle is one of living in right          

relationship with God and others.   

 

Jesus criticized the scribes and Pharisees for 

their seeking recognition and places of 

honor. His message to the disciples and  to 

us is -  to not get addicted to the external 

trappings of power, whether titles or places 

of honor, but rather to live humbly, and if in 

a leadership position, to lead through        

humble service. 

 

Jesus’ teachings often end with a bit of a 

jolt,  as does this Gospel.  He reminds us 

that the great ones in the community should 

be the servants of all, and that, “whoever 

exalts himself will be humbled; but     

whoever humbles himself will be           

exalted.”  No, Jesus doesn’t leave us      

feeling comfortable, but rather, challenged!
