Dear Parishioners & Friends of the Parish, 

 

This past week Fr. Dick, Fr. Viertel and I joined 

Bishop Ricken and over 100 Priests and Parish        

Directors for our annual Clergy Congress. For the past 

three years this event has been hosted in Manitowoc at 

the Holiday Inn. The spirit of the priests and parish 

directors of the diocese is positive and strong. Even 

though we face many challenges in our parishes, there 

are so many signs of the hand of God working in and 

though our parishes to bring forth the kingdom to all 

people in our community. 

 

A lot of time and references were made to the        

Pastoral Letter written by Bishop Ricken, Parishes: 

Called to be Holy, Fully Engaged, Fully Alive! This 

Pastoral Letter identifies six areas of parish life that      

are to be deepened and renewed in each parish over      

the next 5-7 years. These pastoral areas include:     

evangelization; Youth, Young Adults and Family; 

Leadership; Education; Eucharist; and Dignity of 

Human Life. These six pastoral areas surfaced last year 

from the “discovery and dreams” exercise that we and 

120 other parishes went through in the planning process.            

Beginning with the Eucharist, the Pastoral Council 

and Parish Leadership are to put together and plan 

for the implementation of the Bishop’s Pastoral letter. 

 

The Bishop has appointed Mark Mogilka, Diocesan 

Director of Stewardship and Pastoral Services and 

myself to coordinate the Pastoral Letter for the     

Diocese of Green Bay. To that end, in the last three 

weeks we held nine workshops around the diocese to 

provide the tools and resources that parishes will use to 

develop their own plan for implementation. Our         

Pastoral Council members were at these sessions and 

will now lead us in determining how our parish     

community will deepen these areas of parish life so 

that we may grow in holiness and become even more 

fully engaged and fully alive!

We are so absorbed in the day to day         

activities of our work and home.  I wonder 

how many of us could recognize ourselves in 

today’s Gospel as guests who are too busy to 

go to the wedding banquet?  Being busy is 

not bad but it may make us unavailable to 

important matters.  We may miss out on the 

party and yet, the party will go on without us.  

What struck me in this Gospel was the image 

of those attending the meal and the wedding 

guest that was thrown out. Letting the 

“undeserving” into the feast can be a         

challenge for us as we think of ourselves as 

blessed and “deserving” of God’s favors.  

Our “right clothes” are our beatitude attitudes 

and  actions.  To accept God’s   invitation is a 

continuing commitment, not a one time event.  

The tenderness of God’s bounty can be seen 

in the suffering.  God is compassionate and 

generous and powerful.  God is inclusive and 

welcoming and  challenging.  This is the holy 

power of our baptismal call.  How do we 

wear the Gospel?  When do we clothe our-

selves in our Baptismal garment? 

 

The Eucharist is the fulfillment of all      

promises.  It is the foretaste of the meal in 

which all people will be equal and seated at 

the table. 

 

God’s invitation is generous and for all      

people, the good and the not so good, the    

loving and the not so loving. No one has 

earned the right to the invitation.  God simply 

gives it to all.  

 

It seems unlikely that anyone would refuse 

this invitation. Yet, we do, at least some of 

the time.  When we live a life thinking only 

of our own needs, time,  and energy, we fail 

to respond to the invitation.  

 

Let’s  get ready for the banquet by putting on 

our Baptism, by thinking with the mind of 

Christ, by accepting and living Gospel values.  

Then we can be fully alive and joyfully ready 

to be in the Kingdom forever and ever.

The Confiteor 

 

After delivering his 1,097th commentary 

as a regular feature on 60 Minutes,      

Andy Rooney gave his last regular segment              

last Sunday, October 2

nd

.  During Morley Safer’s           

interview with Andy preceding that final appearance, 

Mr. Safer asked Andy if he looked for trouble. Mr. 

Rooney replied, “No. I don’t. I – it comes naturally to 

me.” Perhaps that is true of human nature in general. 

We are capable of naturally getting into trouble – 

sometimes serious trouble. At the very beginning of 

the liturgy, we prepare ourselves “to celebrate the    

sacred mysteries” by recalling our sinfulness, and   

asking the Lord for mercy. This part of the Mass is 

called the Penitential Act, which takes one of three 

forms. The first form is most commonly known as the 

Confiteor (the Latin word for “I confess,” the first 

words of the prayer). The Confiteor is a communal 

statement in which we acknowledge our brokenness 

not only to God, but to the community, which is 

wounded by our sins. The revised English translation 

of the texts of the Mass brings some changes to this 

familiar prayer. We will say, “through my fault, 

through my fault, / through my most grievous 

fault,” which faithfully translates the Latin text. 

(Actually, many of us may remember when we prayed 

those words in Latin before Vatican II.) The words are 

accompanied by the ritual gesture of striking the 

breast, an ancient sign of repentance. Does this mean 

we have become more sinful in the last 40 years?     

No, but we are deeply aware that we stand humbly 

before our good and gracious God. The emphasis is 

not on the magnitude of our sins, but on our personal 

responsibility for the evil that we do, and the good we 

fail to do. Through the Penitential Act, we recognize 

our weakness, and look with hope to the God who 

wants nothing more than to make us whole.
