In today’s Gospel we hear those

The cab driver reportedly received a big mansion
in heaven. The parish priest only had a one-
bedroom condo. Wondering why such a difference,
he asked St. Peter who explained, “When you
preached, people slept. When he drove, people
prayed.”

Today’s Gospel story tells us that those who
worked all day begrudged equal pay for those who
only worked for a little while. They all got paid the
same amount. The all-day workers wanted God to
give them “big mansions” and offer only small
condos to the late-coming workers.

This is like another story - - The hard working and
highly efficient bishop’s secretary was leading the
high school religion class on a tour of the diocesan
Chancery offices. One of the very impressed stu-
dents asked her, “How many people work
here?” The secretary firowned and said, “About
half:”  She undoubtedly will expect a large man-
sion for all her hard work.

The kingdom is God’s to give as He
chooses. Whether we get a condo or a mansion, it
is God’s gift. However it turns out, we can be as-
sured that there is no difference among the children
of God because His equal love falls upon each one.

One final story - - The pious, beautifully coiffed
person kneeling in the front pew noticed the shab-
bily dressed woman standing in the back of
church.  “How dare that lady come into God’s
house, dressed so sloppy?” Minutes before Mass
began, an usher brought the poor woman to the
reserved section where she was embraced by a
little girl about to receive her First Commun-
ion. The child’s smile spoke loudly of the great
love she had for her favorite auntie.

How easy it is to judge others, to assume the worst
about people. Thank goodness our God embraces
us unconditionally and always gives us second
chances, sometimes ‘third> chances or
more. Whether we work or loaf, God loves us and
forgives us. Because He is a God of immeasurable,
surprising love, God welcomes us and generously
allows that “the last will be first, and the first
will be last.”

ACTION ALERT

Wisconsin bishops sent a letter to United States
Department of Health and Human Services Secretary,
Kathleen Sebelius, requesting rescinding the mandate
to require private health care plans, under new federal
health care reform regulations, to fully cover steriliza-
tion, contraceptives and related counseling services.
The bishops also noted that the exemption from the
mandate for religious employers was far too narrow
and must be modified to ensure the protections of
religious liberty.

The bishops are urging Catholics to provide public
comments with the following:

e Human fertility is not a disease. Drugs and
surgeries to prevent it is not basic health care.

e HHS should rescind the mandate and protect
religious liberty of individuals and institutions.

e The rules and regulations for health care re-
form must assure that organizations serving a
religious purpose, do not have to provide ob-
jectionable mandated coverage.
