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From the Pastor 

Dear Parishioners & Friends of the Parish, 

 

Happy Labor Day weekend! The first Labor Day holiday 

was celebrated on Tuesday, September 5, 1882, in New 

York City, in accordance with the plans of the Central   

Labor Union. Labor Day, the first Monday in September, 

is dedicated to the social and economic achievements of 

American workers. It constitutes a yearly national tribute 

to the contributions workers have made to the strength, 

prosperity, and well-being of our country. In a special 

way this weekend we also pray for those who are       

unemployed and looking for work. May God’s Spirit of 

perseverance and strength be upon them. 

 

Families within our parish community are strongly 

supported when a loved one dies. One of the ways that 

we reach out to families is by offering and providing a 

beautiful luncheon after a funeral. Last year we had about 

240 funerals, many of which had a funeral luncheon after 

the service at one of our three worship sites. As we have 

all of our funeral luncheons in our school buildings, the 

schedule of the students on the day of a funeral luncheon 

is changed to accommodate those attending the luncheon.  

 

Last year funeral luncheons at the SFA Middle School 

cancelled physical education classes numerous times. This 

coming school year, with the addition of the fifth grade 

class at the Middle School there will be a need for addi-

tional physical education classes. Additionally, the one 

physical education instructor for our Catholic School will 

be at the Middle School site on Tuesdays and Thursdays 

only. 

 

After consultation with the Parish Leadership Team and 

the funeral luncheon coordinators at SFA Grand and Mar-

shall, it has been decided that beginning on August 29

th

 

when a luncheon occurs on a Tuesday or a Thursday     

during the school year at the SFA Middle School on    

Marshall, that the funeral luncheon will be served at the 

SFA Grand Avenue site in the school. All other days of 

the week the luncheon can take place at the SFA Marshall 

worship site. This arrangement will allow us to be     

supportive of our parish families who have lost a loved 

one and the students in our Catholic School. 

 

Next weekend we will begin our Sunday Evening 

LifeTeen Mass which will begin at 5:00pm. The music 

and celebration of the Mass will be geared to young adults. 

However, all ages are invited to this Mass.

“Love of neighbor” is the theme for this 

reflection and is at the heart of the readings 

for this Twenty-Third Sunday in Ordinary 

Time.  In today’s culture there is an        

emphasis on taking care of oneself.  This is 

evident in the time that people take to do 

things for themselves and the time they 

spend alone.  This alone time is often time 

spent doing self-interest things like playing 

computer games, listening to music,    

browsing the internet and so on.  A recent 

survey of people who spend a lot of time 

alone on the internet indicated that they 

make up a higher percentage of depressed 

people than do those who are simply alone 

without access to the internet.    

 

Some conclusions that can be drawn from 

this is that as human beings we do better 

when we are engaged with others.          

Providing a presence, time, and a          

willingness to help  others  is good for the 

emotional spirit of  a person.  So the     

Scriptures for this weekend are right on    

target for all.  We are responsible for each 

other.   Reach out to others since this is the 

law of relationship and it is the fulfillment 

of the law to love your neighbor as        

yourself. 

 

Loving your neighbor is not easy.  First of 

all Jesus reminds us that our neighbor is not 

simply the person next door.  Instead it is 

every person with whom we come into   

contact.  Each encounter with another is an 

opportunity to put into effect genuine love.  

It takes a personal commitment and a     

willingness to sacrifice ourselves for others.  

What this means is that we look for         

opportunities to love others or respond to 

invitations to reach out to help others.  

Where might God be calling you at this 

time in your life?  Today’s Gospel on      

reconciliation also speaks about the “tough 

love” that is sometimes needed. May God 

bless your efforts.

For two months now, I have offered weekly reflec-

tions on the Gospel and evangelization.  Most of the 

time, the reflection, much like the Gospel, has had a 

counter-intuitive message.  Today is no different. 

 

Today’s Gospel gives us two key evangelization    

lessons.  First, evangelization is NOT pointing out 

brothers’/sisters’ faults.  There is a time and place 

for this (why else have it in the Gospel?), but I can 

assure you that fault-finding and fault-pointing-out 

are not tools of evangelization.  What are they?  

They are meant to be tools of support and love for 

fully active, participating members of the commu-

nity.  They are meant to help those of us who are 

(fully) committed to following Jesus, so much so that 

we desire correction from others when necessary. 

 

Second, discipleship and evangelization ARE tied to 

community.  Always.  Yes, we pray alone and we 

alone can act out God’s unique, individual callings to 

us.  But, we cannot be Christians alone.  Today’s 

Gospel itself points out at least four different ways 

Christianity happens only within community.
